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Course Description

This course deals with Baroque and Rococo art in Europe. It will cover all of the major artists of this period and will examine painting, sculpture, architecture, and decorative arts from Italy, the Netherlands, Flanders, Spain, France, England, Germany and Austria. The classes will consist of lectures with slides and discussions (so long as we are able to maintain in person classes) and will switch to online as needed. Students are expected to keep up with reading assignments and should be prepared to make contributions during class.

AD 380 is an upper level art history course. It is expected that every student in this class has already taken the introductory art history courses AD226 and AD227. Any student who has not had the introductory sequence should do background reading in Gardner’s Art Through the Ages to prepare for Baroque and Rococo Art. 

Issues of style, medium, iconography, function and production techniques will be an important part of the program. However, a major focus of the course will be the relationship of the art of the period to its history and context. How does a work of art shed light on the world that existed in the time and place where it was made? With this in mind, a set of topics will be used as a focus for relating the art work to its original environment:
1. Guilds, art studios, workshops and academies
2. Patronage and the artist
3. Classical mythology and history
4. Trade, commerce and the economy
5. Speculation and the art market, “tulip fever”
6. Peasants and farming, rural landscapes
7. Politics and war
8. Crime and punishment
9. Religion, the Church, the Protestant Reformation, the Counter Reformation
10. Social class and servants, Genre scenes
11. Women and the family
12. Children and education
13. Entertainment, music and theater
14. Food and Still Life
15. Health, sickness and death
16. Nature, science and technology
17. Sexual mores and prostitution
18. Alcohol and temperance, tobacco use
19. The influence of Italy
Learning Outcomes

By the end of this course, the student will be able to:

1.) Identify paintings, sculptures and other artworks made in Europe during the 17th century. The student will be able to recognize specific works, supplying details of artist’s names, subject matter, dates, materials used, stylistic periods and major influences. The student will be familiar with the major artists, the main art centers and the production methods and technology of the time. The student will also be able to place artworks within the proper historical context, explaining the connection between the objects and the social and cultural environment in which they were created. The student will understand the influence of the religious and political movements of the period and be able to discuss the impact of historical events on the art of the Baroque and Rococo periods.

2.) Refine their ability to look carefully and observe the similarities and differences between works of art and between artistic styles, and be able to explain them in a coherent manner to the larger group.

3.) Write a coherent argument on an assigned subject. The student will develop writing skills with the production of an extensive research paper. This paper will be an analysis of a work of art, relating it to a specific historical theme. This will include learning the process of finding material in libraries and databases, organizing, outlining, correctly citing, and synthesizing information in correct format. The student will prepare an annotated bibliography as well as a formal paper, and present the results to the class in a formal presentation.

Course Requirements

Baroque Exam – 20 % of final grade
Rococo Exam – 20 % of final grade
Research paper - 40 % of final grade
Paper Presentation - 20 % of final grade
Extra credit – TBD

Exams will consist of:

1. Identifications of “unknowns” – slides not shown in class, but works by artists we have studied, requiring a good guess, with justification.

2. “Compare and contrast” questions –identification of two images shown side by side followed by a short essay about what they have in common or what themes they illustrate as opposites, etc.

3. An essay question covering a major theme of historical relevance. 



Research Paper

The research paper will focus on one work of art chosen from a group of works supplied by me. The student will relate the work to one of the topics listed in the Course Description above.

The research paper will be 10 to 15 pages long and include footnotes, an annotated bibliography, and illustrations. A research proposal and the annotated bibliography will be required separately in advance of the completed research paper, and each student will present his or her research to the class. Detailed instructions and a timetable for the research paper will be provided separately. I will meet with each student individually via Zoom or WebEx to discuss the topic for the research project. The research project is an integral part of this course. Any student who does not submit a research project will be unable to pass the course.

Class participation:

Though you will not be graded on your participation, class discussion will be an important part of this course. Students will be expected to contribute ideas and answer questions during class. This requires that students read the chapters in our book and/or articles posted on Brightspace BEFORE the class meets. Students will also be making presentations of their own research, and will be expected to field questions from the class about their work. Do feel free to ask questions during class; odds are someone else in the class has the same question!

Why discussion?

1. Class is much less boring when more than one person is speaking, the class gets to hear more than one opinion, and the students get to know each other.

2. Students retain more information when they have to read about something and explain it to others.

3. Discussion gives the opportunity to do some critical thinking beyond just memorizing data, by adding our own ideas to the ideas of others.

3. Students develop verbal skills when they have to think on their feet, express opinions, defend positions, etc. This skill can be important in the real world after college.
