As an online course, the general approach will be somewhat different from that of the same course taught in the classroom. While the content and coverage of the material will be the same, because we will not be meeting face-to-face on a regularly scheduled basis, YOU will be entirely responsible for pacing yourself throughout the course and meeting the deadlines for homework assignments and the three exams as outlined in the course schedule included below.

This means that YOU have to stay current with the course each and every day on your own. There is always something else you could be (want to be) doing during the Summer, so a key aspect to being successful in this course is to focus on the deadlines with the full understanding that missing the deadline for even one homework assignment, and certainly an exam, will have significant negative consequences on your final grade for the course.

Course Description 

Intermediate Accounting II is the second course in the financial accounting sequence, and is a direct continuation of MGMT 350, Intermediate Accounting I. Together, these courses provide the core of financial reporting knowledge that you will use throughout your academic and professional accounting careers. In this course, we will review: Liabilities; Stockholders’ Equity; the Statement of Cash Flows; Dilutive Securities and Earnings Per Share; Accounting Changes and Error Corrections; Income Taxes; Pensions; and Leases.

Although the Uniform CPA Examination is the not the focus of this course, you may expect all of the subjects covered in this course to appear on the CPA exam.

I will provide you with the following resources to help you be successful in the class:

 

1. A syllabus outlining the course that includes a schedule of what you need to complete each week.
2. My lecture notes (PPTs) and videos for each chapter – These notes and videos are really the key to the course because they take the textbook chapter and narrow it down to the key concepts for the chapter. Sometimes textbooks can be a bit overwhelming, so my notes and videos narrow things down so you can focus on the material that is "most important" in each chapter.
3. A class discussion board – We will use Piazza as a means for you all to help each other work through any issues you may be having with the material or homework. I expect that students will help each other with the class as we go along, i.e., if you have a question, post it to the discussion board; if you know the answer to the question, post it to the discussion board. You need to help each other please. In addition, I will monitor the discussion board and help as necessary. Turnaround time for answering questions will be 48 hours (more likely 24 hours).
4. Within WileyPLUS – There are many student-oriented resources including: narrated power point presentations, solution walkthrough and applied skills videos, flash cards, and the ORION proficiency and performance tool. Research shows that those students who take the time to utilize these additional resources perform better in the class than their peers who do not.
Suggested Approach

Although we all learn in our own way and somewhat differently from each other, I would like to suggest the following approach to taking this online course. Please use this only as a suggestion and certainly not in any way written in stone.

1. Use the syllabus – It includes the class schedule which is critical to undertaking the course.

2. “Skim read” the assigned textbook chapter – This will help you to become familiar with the overall concepts included in the material and terminology used.

3. Review the chapter notes and video lecture – Again, the chapter lecture notes and videos are really the key to the entire course. I have extracted the “most important” concepts in each chapter from the textbook in order to help you focus your time, attention, and efforts on that material.

4. Do the WileyPLUS homework assignments – This is critical ! Not only are the WileyPLUS homework assignments worth 25% of your final grade in the course, they are the problems that will be used to put together the computational part of the exams.
